The ALS Therapy Development Institute is a nonprofit biotechnology laboratory working to accelerate a treatment and a cure for ALS (commonly known as Lou Gehrig’s disease).  ALS is a disorder that progressively paralyzes the entire body, but leaves the mind untouched. The vast majority of ALS patients die within five years of diagnosis.
The ALS TDI Research Projects call for the high-resolution profiling of mouse and human tissue using Affymetrix gene chips.  This approach is expected to produce thousands of viable ALS targets.
